A. OBJECTIVES
By the end of the lesson, students will be able to: 
1. Core competences
- Know what we should do to protect habitats.
- Know what we shouldn’t do to protect habitats.
- Be able to talk about protect habitats activities.

	WARM-UP/REVIEW (5 minutes)
Objective: To attract Ss’ attention to the lesson and lead in the new lesson.

	*Greeting
· Greet the students.
  
Game: Lucky wheel
· Inform students that “We’re going to play a game”.
· Split the class into 2 teams.
· Explain the rule: 
+ Each team takes turns choosing a number and answering the given question.
+ A correct answer allows the team to spin the wheel and gain points equal to the result.
+ Click anywhere (except the numbers) to stop the wheel.
+ Which team has more points at the end will win the game.
· Make sure students can understand all the rules.
· Encourage students to try to answer all the questions. 
· Let students play the game.
· Drill the pronunciation.
	
· Greet the teachers.


· Listen to the teacher.
· Stay in teams. 
· Listen and try to understand the rules clearly. 
· Try to speak English while playing.

	PRESENTATION (10 minutes)
Objective: To help students know about what we should do to protect habitats and what we shouldn't do to protect habitats.

	*Lead-in: Ask and answer
- Use flashcards to introduce the vocabulary. 
- Hold up each card with related photos, say the words and ask students to demonstrate the actions.
- Encourage children to do the actions and repeat the words.
- Introduce the lesson “Today we will take a look at what we should do to protect habitats and what we shouldn't do to protect habitats.”

*Presentation – Exercise 1: What should we do to protect plant and animal habitats? Listen and repeat.
- Tell your students to look at the pictures.
- Play the recording for the first time while pointing to the pictures in time with the audio and let the students listen.
- Point to the pictures. Say the words and let the students repeat.
- Use body language to help students understand the word “Should”.
- Play the recording again. Pause after each sentence and ask students to repeat. Help them with their pronunciation if necessary.
- Ask the class to work in pairs. Ask the class to work in pairs. One student does the actions as the pictures, and the other one says the words. Then have them swap roles and continue this activity.
- Walk around the class and support them if needed. 
- Call some pairs of students to act and say the words in front of the class. 
- Then guide students to say full sentence:
   + We should plant trees.
   + We should collect trash.
- Praise students if they have performed well.

*Exercise 2: What shouldn’t we do to protect plant and animal habitats? Listen and read.
- Tell your students to look at the pictures.
- Play the recording for the first time while pointing to the pictures in time with the audio and let the students listen.
- Point to the pictures. Say the words and let the students repeat.
- Use body language to help students understand the word “Shouldn’t”.
- Play the recording again. Pause after each sentence and ask students to repeat individually. Help them with their pronunciation if necessary.
- Hold up the flashcards and ask students to say the words.
- Then guide students to say full sentence:
   + We shouldn’t cut down all the trees.
   + We shouldn’t litter. 
- Praise students if they have performed well.

	PRACTICE (10 minutes)
Objective: To help present and practice to speak and write about what we should do to protect habitats and what we shouldn't do to protect habitats.

	
 *  Exercise 3: Read and match.
· Let students look at the exercise in their book and require students try to guess what they are going to do in this exercise.
· Point to each picture and ask students to say the words. 
· Ask students to read out loud the words.
· Complete picture number 1 with students as an example.
 + Use body language to explain that: “tick” replace to “should” and “cross” replace to “shouldn’t”.
 + Point to word “plant trees” and ask “which   picture?”.
 + Draw line to match the word “plant tree” with this picture.
 + Then ask students “should or shouldn’t plant trees”.
 + Draw line to match this picture with “tick”.
      + Ask students to copy the teacher.  
· Give students some time to complete the exercise.
· Monitor and help where necessary.
· Call some students to show their answers.

· Show the correct answers and tells the students to check their answers in the books.

* Exercise 4: Put the words in the correct order.
· Ask children to guess what to do in the exercise.
· Ask students to look at the pictures and say the words.
· Complete sentence number 1 as an example for student:
Ex: We shouldn’t litter. 
· Ask the class to do the rest of this exercise. 
· Let the class read their answers out loud in chorus.
· Check if the students circle correct or not.
· Dill the pronunciation.

	

· Guess what they are going to do in this exercise.

· Say the words. 

- Read out loud the 4 words
- Follow teacher’s instruction.












-Do the exercise individually.

- Students are encouraged to answer in full sentence.
- Check their answer, correct if it is wrong. 


- Read the words in chorus.

	PRODUCTION (5 minutes)
Objective: To help students have more practice to remember what they have learnt

	*Extra practice – Game: Picking apples
· Inform students that “We’re going to play a game”.
· Split the class into 2 teams.
· Explain the rule: 
+ Each team takes turns answering a question.
+ If a team has a correct answer, they can pick an apple from their tree.
+ If the answer is incorrect, the other team can answer.
+ Which team successfully picks all the apples at the end will win.
+ Click on the sun when finish playing.
· Make sure students can understand all the rules.
· Encourage students to try to answer all the questions. 
· Let students play the game.
· Drill the pronunciation.
	
· Listen to the teacher.
